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There’s a popular saying “pink for a girl, blue for a boy”. Traditionally this stands for
the belief or prejudice that boys naturally choose one color while girls choose another one.
Some scientists believe the reason lies in our ancient past.

Some rescarchers conducted an experiment last year. They asked more than 350
students to study 11 colors for three minutes and then put them in order of preference. The
students were also set personality tests.

The girls in the study more often chose purple and pink, while the boys were more
interested in blue and green. In a report published in the journal Personality and
Individual Dif ference, the researchers said: “The color white, usually leaving the
impression as clean, pure, harmonious and refreshing, which is popular in Eastern
countries, was also preferred by our female participants. ”

The researchers believe their results prove the hunter-gatherer theory of gender
difference. That is to say, in the past, in many societies men did hunting and women did
gathering. Therefore, the researchers conclude, men have a preference for bluish colors
because a blue sky suggests good weather for the hunting. The women were fond of
reddish colors because it would make them think of the ripe fruits or eatable red leaves that
they could gather for food.

The researchers say that their work proves that women's brains are more specialized
for the tasks related to gathering, such as the identification of the ripe fruit or red leaves,

A new drink is taking over more and more space on the shelves,
and that drink is water. Bottled water sales in the US rose to 1. 7 billion gallons in 2010 for
plastic bottles alone, compared to total sales of only 700 million gallons in 1990. Whereas
bottled water was once associated only with the rich and privileged KFAXBIE) » it is now
regularly drunk by people at all income levels despite the fact that the price of bottled
water can be between 240 and 10,000 times higher per gallon than tap water.

Traditionally, people have drunk bottled water for health reasons. The practice of
“taking the waters” originated with the Romans, who believed that a person developed a
healthy mind by building a healthy body. Across Europe, drinking or bathing in mineral
water has been associated with the powers to cure various diseases. Health spas at Evian in
France and Pellegrino in Italy began bottling water so that their consumers could continue
their treatments at home. The consumers in the 21* century are also concerned about
health, However, in America, where the habit of drinking bottled water is relatively new,
the concern is often more related to the purity or sterility (I§T) of the water than to its
mineral contents. Americans are often worried about the effects of the chemical pollution
and other contaminants on the water supply. Many Americans view bottled water as a safe
alternative to tap water.
