In the Harry Potter films, Hermione Granger is better than her male friends and is considered the brightest pupil in her grade．Isn't it often the same in schools of our real world?

"It's surprising but true that most of the top students have been girls since primary school．Girls are class leaders, club presidents and the top ones in exams," said Wang Feixuan, 15, who studies at a Chengdu school．By any measure, Wang herself is a high-achiever．She is a top student, a team leader in her school's sports club and a winner in national English and IT competitions．
But why do so many girls outperform their male peers?

In Sun Yunxiao's latest book Save Our Boys, he points out that the education system is "more suited to girls, who are good at memorizing and like to sit quietly and read．" Yet he also says that girls have to do so much more when they compete with males for honors, top universities and later good jobs．They can feel great pressure nearly every day．
This seems to be the same in most countries in the world．Young women in the United States are also reported to feel the same pressure to be perfect．
"Let's look at what we ask of our teenage girls," says Professor Stephen Hinshaw in an interview．He thinks that it's no longer enough that a girl does well in school and is a caring friend．On the TV, on the Internet and everywhere, girls see images of impossible perfection （完美）．

Today's young women must be good learners, good athletes, and fill their afterschool lives with other activities．But they are also asked to have the styles and looks of popular stars．"Be pretty, sweet and nice．Be athletic, competitive and get straight．Be impossibly perfect．" Stephen Hinshaw sums up．

People who have to fly all the time for business usuaLy find it boring．People who fly only once in a while are excited．However, some people feel only terror when they board an airplane．They suffer from a phobia—an unreasonable fear．

If you're afraid of poisonous spiders, this is reasonable．If you're afraid of all spiders, even harmless ones, this is a phobia because it is unreasonable．Some people have phobias about heights, being shut up in a small area, or being in a large open area．

Fear of flying is another kind of phobia．We always hear about a plane crash, but we don't hear about millions of flight crashes every year．Actually, riding in a car is thirty times more dangerous than flying, but most of us are not afraid every time we get into a car．It is not reasonable to be afraid of flying, but research shows that about 12 percent of people do have this kind of fear．

People with this phobia about flying are afraid for one or more of these reasons． They're afraid of heights．They might be afraid of being in an enclosed place like an elevator or a tunnel on a highway．Maybe they're afraid of the crowds and all the noise and people rushing around at an airport．Some people are afraid of the unknown．They don't understand the technology of flying and can't believe that a huge airplane can stay up in the air．Others are afraid of loss of control．They need to control every situation they are in．

For some people, fear of flying is not important because they don't really need to fly． But what about the people who have to fly if they want to continue in their professions?

Imagine that you are in school, giving a speech to your class．Now think what it feels like when stammering （口吃） makes it a struggle to communicate your thoughts and feelings to other people．

The King's Speech, which won the best picture at the Academy Awards in March, 2011, focuses on stammering along with other speech-related problems．The movie tells the story of Britain's King George VI, who became king after his brother Edward VIII gave up the crown to marry an American woman．

As a result of British actor Colin Firth's performance, people are starting to realize that stammering can damage a person's self-confidence and cause him or her to escape from life．

"The problem is unseen and unheard," said Norbert Lieckfeldt, an expert at the British Stammering Association, in an interview with a news reporter．


"Stammering masks your ability," he said．"It's a serious disability．"

Most stammerers face bullying （欺负） in school, something that is "usually carried over into the workplace"．

George VI's stammer took away his confidence as a speaker．But Samantha Mesango, a speech coach based in the UK, believes that speech problems are more common than most people realize．"Some simply don't like the sound of their own voice; others are scared of speaking in public," she said．

Travis Treats from St．Louis University praised The King's Speech．He said it shows that "how one's speech does not mean what one is inside"．He also added that people who stammer need to be heard and our society should recognize that they have a lot to give to the world．

When we offer our best wishes to others, more often than not, we say: "May you be happy every day". But it's easier said than done to stay happy all the time. There are always things that stand in its way.

The first, perhaps the biggest is genetics. Some scientists say that some people are naturally happier than others. Besides, major life events as well as social and economic factors can also stand in the way of happiness, such as losing your job or a family member. Then, there is health affecting your happiness. So, is it possible that people can find lasting happiness with so many factors preventing them?

Positive psychologists (心理学家) believe it's possible for people to stay happy for long periods, although it cannot be lasting. Martin Seligman at University of Pennsylvania argues that day-to-day happiness comes from two things: pleasures and satisfactions. Pleasures are rich experiences that simply make us feel good things like eating cake or drinking wine. While pleasures can be quite satisfying, the enjoyment we get from them is short lived.

Satisfactions are activities that we like to do and we give all we have to them. They are often challenging, and we have to draw on personal skills and strengths to perform them. For some people, satisfactions come with work. Doctors, for example, often become so concentrated in an operation that hours pass without them noticing the time. For others, it may be hobbies like gardening, playing tennis or stamp collecting. These satisfactory activities affect the mood in a way that appears to be lasting.

Too often, people choose pleasures over satisfactions because they are easier and the effects are more immediate. Though pleasures may work for a while, there are bad effects. Pleasurable activities become less enjoyable if overused. Always choosing pleasures over satisfactions can also prevent people from developing their personal strengths, which, if they're not put to work, will die.
